# Temperature How-To

Pauley uses a heating and cooling system. Facilities Management has developed a set of best

practices to support your comfort, minimize energy consumption, and maintain our campus
heating and cooling infrastructure. To this end, for residence halls with air conditioning, our
heating and cooling systems maintain an average year-round temperature between 68-75
degrees Fahrenheit. Bell-Young systems provide heating and cooling on a room-by-room
basis, and each room works independently from the rest.
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i For quick reference and easy operation:

1. On/Off button — click once to turn on screen, 2nd button click to turn On or Off. Green light

// Cancel ) comes on when in On position> No light when unit is Off.

2. Setpoint adjustment — Up and Down arrows to move desired temperature setpoint
adjustments

3. Fan Speed button — Adjust fan speed from low to high

| 4. Mode button - adjust mode from Auto/Cooling/Heating

*When mode selected, using setpoint arrows Up/Down to adjust desirable temperature setpoint.
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Temperature Tips

Need to cool down?

e Keep your windows and blinds closed during the day to help keep your room cool. Open windows at night to help
release heat from dorm spaces and create air movement.

e Fans can be your best friend. Remember that fans move air around rather than cooling it, so what you do with a fan
and where you put it matters. Set up a fan in the open window blowing the air out. Blowing the air out will create a
cross breeze that will push the hot air out; the cooler outside air will automatically be drawn into the room.

e Check that nothing is blocking the movement of air into or out of the vents.

e Investinan evaporative cooler and fan. Approved evaporative coolers must have a self-contained water source and
require no more than 120 volts of electricity at 300 watts.

e Onextremely hot days check your email. The College shares information on air-conditioned spaces throughout
campus that will remain open later.

Feeling chilly?
e Tonaturally warm your room, open your blinds to light in.
e Use draft stoppers (like a rolled-up T-shirt or towel) at the base of your doors to keep cool drafts out.

e Use accent or throw rugs made of fabric that offers insulation, like wool, to help trap the heat inside.

e Keep your doors locked.

B Microfridges
e Avoid attracting critters and bugs by keeping any food or beverages sealed shut and stored in your microfridge.

e Attheend of every semester, you must empty and clean your microfridge before move-out.

B Can my friend visit and stay in the dorm?

Yes, students may have an overnight guest for up to six (6) days in a thirty (30) day period with not more
than three (3) consecutive nights, if the presence of the guest does not constitute an inconvenience for
roommates or otherwise interfere with the housing community life. You must have the consent of your
roommate(s) prior to the visit. In no instance shall a guest become a long-term resident in a College-owned
facility.
